Minutes
The minutes of the annual general meeting held on 19 October 2008 were approved.  

2. Captain’s Report

Tim Wade reported that we had played 30 matches of which 9 had been won, 6 drawn and 14 lost.  Six matches had been washed out or abandoned.  He reported wins against Stonor (A), Aston Clinton (A) in the Bucks Cup, Dorchester (A), Medmenham (A) and Greys Green (A).  We were disappointed to relinquish the Richard Hunt trophy against Stonor.  
The tour to Jersey was a great success with 11 players playing 260 overs of cricket in 3 days.  Thanks are due to excellent organisation from Peter Briffett.  Tim Wade referred to the influx of young players who had played regularly in 2009 along with other useful additions to the district.  He announced the following awards which were presented at the meeting:  

Bowling award – James Hunt (28 wickets at 11.89)
Best bowling performance – Tom White (24 overs, 11 maidens, 6 wickets for 26 runs vs. Stonor)
Batting award – Ollie Thornton (300 at 80), with an honourable mention to Sam Beardall (589 at 42)
Highest score – Tim Wade (133 against Jersey Farmers)
Best All-Round Performance – Charlie Beard (80 not out against Medmenham to guide TPCC from 118 for 5 to 254 for 7)
Tim Wade reported that the new batting mat had facilitated proper practice.  He suggested that new netting or a cage should be seriously considered for 2012.  
3. Fixtures

Barnaby Bazell presented a report on the fixtures for the year.  
It was decided not to participate in the Harpsden six-a-sides and noted that the Observer had withdrawn from its fixture.  It was agreed to participate in the Bucks county cup, to drop Cookham Dean, to arrange, if possible, an afternoon fixture against Odney, Highmoor and Ewelme and to start all home fixtures at 1.30pm.  It was agreed to schedule an away match in the third weekend of September.  
4. Treasurer’s Report

Colin Simon distributed the accounts which showed:
· a surplus for the year of £281;

· a closing bank balance of £4,976;
· ground expenses and maintenance (£5,065) and insurance (£624);
· contributions of £2,390 from the vice-presidents;

· players’ subscriptions of £1,360 and a surplus on match fees of £763;
· a profit of £1,313 on social events (quiz and barbeque) and a surplus of £410 on the vice-presidents’ match; 
· a loss of £72 on the nets; and
· income from hires of the ground £1,050.

Colin Simon indicated that the Club needed approximately £6,500 to £7,000 a year to operate.  
5. Vice-Presidents

The members acknowledged the generous support of the vice-presidents.  It was agreed to invite Christopher Bailey-West, Percy Marchant, Mike Clare, John Scott and Roger Thomas to become vice-presidents.  
6. Ground

The meeting expressed it thanks to Edward Emmett and John Hancock for their work on the ground and pavilion.  It was agreed that the sight screen would be satisfactory for one further season but that consideration should be given to an alternative arrangement from about 2012.  
7. Pavilion

Rob Dickie reported that the pavilion had now cleaned every month during the season and that major repairs had been carried out to the plumbing following the cold winter.  It was agreed to drain the system during the forthcoming winter.  
8. Social Events

James Thornton reported on the quiz night and the barbeque.  He also reported that he, Peter Allport and James Moberly were happy to organise a further event but that it was time for somebody else to take overall responsibility for social events.  The meeting expressed thanks to James Thornton, Peter Allport and James Moberly for all their efforts in prior years.  
Peter Briffett agreed to develop a programme of events for 2010 which would generate funding of approximately £2,000.
