SEASON 2009
1. Overview
The key features of Season 2009 were as follows –

· Memorable tour to Jersey
· Influx of strong young talent pool
· Good wins over Stonor at cricket and golf
Results
Of our 36 scheduled fixtures, the outcomes were as follows – Wins 9, Draws 6, Losses 14, Washout/Abandoned 6.This balance of results is slightly disappointing, but we enjoyed some famous wins against Stonor at Stonor, Aston Clinton at Aston Clinton (in the Bucks Cup), Dorchester away, Medmenham away and Greys Green away (we obviously travel better than Man City). We were disappointed to relinquish the Richard Hunt Trophy against Stonor in a crackerjack match which went right down to the last over. 
Jersey Tour
Thanks to some excellent organisation from Peter Briffett, Turville enjoyed a smashing trip to Jersey in June. 11 players played 260 overs of cricket in 3 exhausting days. While we didn’t manage to recapture the Jersey Ashes against the newly strengthened Jersey Farmers, we acquitted ourselves extremely well, and secured an excellent victory over the touring Birmingham team of St. Phillips Chambers. Jersey entertained us magnificently, and our ties are even stronger.
Players
Only 1 match was at risk of abandonment this year due to a lack of numbers, and this followed directly on from the Jersey tour. Some bright new young prospects played regularly this year, including Jack Rogers, Sam Hope and Lenny Percival, with welcome returns for Charlie Beardall, Ali and Sam Johnston, Tom and Charlie Allport, and Tom Buys. Mark Davies and Phillip Mills are also welcome additions to the district, and to the Turville Park complement. 
Nets and Equipment
For 2009 Turville enjoyed a new batting mat in the nets. This allowed us to partake in some proper practice without worrying about the old ridge just short of a length. More work will take place in the upcoming season on properly anchoring our netting, but it is approaching the time where a more permanent net fixture should be seriously considered.
2. Individual Performances
Season 2009 saw a more balanced contribution from a wider assortment of players, which is an encouraging sign of depth and strength. Nonetheless, there were two standout performers with bat and ball. Congratulations to Ollie for the batting trophy – his first piece of Turville silverware. Ollie was utterly reliable, and his runs included two fine high pressure knocks against Stonor, and his maiden century (against Checkendon). Sam Beardall also enjoyed a wonderful year with the bat, with the highlights including back to back centuries against Theberton and Nettlebed. 

James Hunt retains the bowling trophy. He was even more dangerous than usual with the ball, collecting 28 wickets at 11.89 (2008, 25 wickets at 11.96!). Special mention to Adam H-T who reeled out 123 overs of the most guileful and fascinating legspin, garnering 24 largely bamboozled victims in the process, and Tom White who produced the (matchwinning) spell of a lifetime against Stonor at Stonor (24/11/26/6 – figures I still have trouble getting my head around).
