CAPTAIN’S REPORT

SEASON 2010
Overview
         The key features of Season 2010 were as follows –

· Reclaiming the Jersey Ashes at Wormsley
· Disappointing number of cancelled matches
· Good wins over Stonor at cricket and golf
Results
Of our 38 scheduled fixtures, the outcomes were as follows – Wins 11 (2009:9), Draws 6 (6), Losses 8 (14), Washout/Abandoned 13 (6). This balance of results is a solid improvement on 2009, and importantly included victories in our two ‘trophy’ matches – the Jersey Ashes, and the Richard Hunt Trophy. But for sheer excitement, it is hard to go past our rampage at Woodcote in a one-sided 20/20. Turville clobbered 264/5 (Hunt 75, Farley 58, Sam Beardall 39).
Jersey Tour
After an exhausting tour to Jersey in 2009, we were looking forward to entertaining our rivals at home on their 2010 visit. In two matches, Turville played a total of 18 players, and managed convincing wins in both games, against strong opposition. The 25 over thrash at Turville Heath was won by 9 runs (Hunt 56, Jack Rogers 2/33), while the key 40 over Ashes fixture – played in the sublime environment of Wormsley – went to Turville by 15 runs (Hunt 80, Wade 54, Gunn 43, James Thornton 3/45). A typically generous and occasionally raucous after match function was hosted by the Stracey’s.
Players
Puzzlingly, Turville struggled to field teams on many weekends this season. While we are clearly not orphans (Stonor experienced a similar trend, Warborough cancelled on us twice and Hambleden professed to being in real difficulty) the signs are troubling. At the very least, we will need to shrink our schedule until we can be more confident about numbers. It is simply not acceptable in my view to let other teams down. We are quite rightly upset when it happens to us.
2. Individual Performances
In a change to recent years, trophies are to be awarded at an off season function. It is nevertheless important to record that Season 2010 produced many fine performances with both bat and ball.  Nick Henry enjoyed a remarkable spell of bowling against Odney (10/1/46/6, including a hat trick) and captured an impressive 23 wickets for the season. James Hunt produced an equally astonishing 14/6/28/6 against Medmenham, whilst also enjoying a prolific year with the bat (653 runs). I managed to contribute 427 runs while Sam Beardall was a reliable performer with a total of 422 runs. Rob Gunn enjoyed some big hitting and heavy scoring (347 runs) while Colin Simon produced some fine knocks in his 313 runs. Ollie Thornton clubbed a powerful 134 against Odney, while Charlie Beardall made a poised 113 against Harpsden at home. Adam Harvey-Thompson conjured up 11/6/5/3 against Henley, but sadly Pete Briffett (119 runs and 6 wickets) couldn’t quite manage to beat the bookie’s odds. Next year Pete...
