Match Report
Turville Park CC was delighted to receive Cookham Dean at Turville Heath for the first encounter between these 2 teams. The visitors arrived looking disconcertingly youthful and vigorous, and Turville began to wonder about the wisdom of scheduling this new fixture. In the end, a great game was played out with all three possible results open up until the very last over.

Turville batted first, and exercised sensible caution against a strong seam attack. New comer Rupert Stephens was particularly watchful as he saw off the new ball in the first hour. The Turville innings was dominated however by Jamie Hunt who compiled his second ton in 2 days (150 n.o.). This knock was characterised by shots all round the wicket, with some of the most powerful coming off both the front and back foot through cover. Cookham’s skipper Mike Cutting snared 65/4, but Turville reached 234 off 40 overs, and this felt like just enough on a wicket which (with one notable exception) continued to be true.
Cookham began brightly, reaching 79/1 off the first 17 overs, but Tom White and Neil Runkel shouldered an enormous burden between them (fully 30 overs) to ensure that Cookham were always behind the required rate. Tom White bowled an eclectic range of deliveries to finish with 63/1 off 13 overs, while Neil Runkel bagged another five-fer (59/5) off 17 overs. A maiden wicket for young Charlie Beardall, capped off a fine day’s work in the field (including a catch), and helped Turville into a position where it controlled the game with 10 overs remaining. Cookham’s tail was surprisingly strong however, and this was enough in the end to see them home with 9 wickets down, and just 2 balls to spare.
