Match Report
A jolly match against jolly opposition on a wicket which played low and slow after heavy rain during the week. Neil Runkel took the new ball for Turville, and delivered 13 overs of beguiling spin to capture 4/32. When newcomer Tim Pierce captured the key Crossbatters bat, Turville had the initiative. Charlie Beardall bowled 6 beautiful overs of sharp turning off spin for an impressive return of 3/34, and Adam Harvey-Thompson bamboozled all batsmen with his accurate legspin.
The Crossbatters attack is traditionally strong, and Turville was soon struggling at 66/6, with key bats Sam Beardall (22) and Tom Buys (18) back in the shed. The dangerous Jonny Hancock had 3 wickets for just 6 runs in his first 3 overs. After a poised exhibition behind the stumps, Sam Halfhead stepped up with the bat at number 7 to compile a poised 31*. With Richard Beardall (22*) providing rearguard support, Turville was untroubled in overhauling the 122 target with time to spare.
