Match Report
Turville ventured out beyond Aylesbury to play against League team Cublington in the second round of the Bucks Cup on Sunday. The facilities were excellent, and the wicket played truly. Turville elected to bat first and Cublington soon gained the upper hand with some very fast bowling. The arrival of Charlie Beardall at the crease  heralded some Turville resistance, which Charlie offered up with impossible elegance. His cover driving in particular was a joy to behold until he played a return catch to Goldberg to end his innings on 67. Later order resistance also came from Nick Philips, but Turville ultimately disappointed with 151 off its 34 overs.
In reply, Turville’s Tom White and Jon Hancock bowled an impeccable line and length, with Jonny in particular extracting some quite vicious turn at times as he finished with the remarkable figures of 7/6/4/1. After 20 overs, Cublington were barely above 2 an over, but with 9 wickets in hand. Sadly, Turville was unable to maintain the pressure, and the hosts stepped up the pace to overtake Turville’s total after 32 overs. Once again, a solid performance by Turville against clearly superior opposition in the unfamiliar limited overs format.
