Match Report
In conditions that felt much more like late September, Turville was nevertheless delighted to get a full game of cricket in up at the windswept Ibstone gaff on Sunday.
Losing the toss, Turville was inserted on a tricky wicket that was still drying out. Clearly, this meant that all the ‘senior’ players ran a mile, and the team’s ‘youth’ contingent was persuaded that batting in these conditions would be ‘character forming’. Step forward Jack Rogers and Sam Halfhead who were comfortably blunting the Ibstone opening attack until Jack got one that left him. James Hunt (64) and Charlie Beardall (19) came together for a solid partnership, and Tim Wade helped out with 27. A solid target of 150-ish was in the offing until Sam Beardall strode to the wicket with half an hour to play in the innings, and clubbed a brutal 55 not out. This resulted in an imposing target on a slow wicket and outfield of 200, anchored by James’ patient and mature innings. Six of the nine wickets fell to catches as Turville attempted to force the pace. This statistic is interesting in the context of what was to follow.
The Ibstone reply was abject. Tom White completely dismantled the top order, the middle order, and then for good measure returned to the fray to remove the very last wicket. Eight wickets, 7 clean bowled and 4 runs (just 2 scoring shots). It was an object lesson in line (around the wicket with a laser like focus on leg stump), pace (the ball was fizzing off an otherwise unresponsive pitch) and control. Jack Rogers contributed a fine 10 over spell of legspin, getting the ball to turn square. He removed the Ibstone skipper (and top scorer) with an outstanding googly. A last wicket stand consuming 15 of the last 20 overs was beginning to look uncomfortable for Turville until Tom wrestled the ball back from Sam. He needed just 1 ball. Bowled. Leg stump. Job done. Congratulations Tom.
