Match Report:  Turville Park v. Ipsden, Sunday 30th August 
Brown clinches it for Ipsden   
In this inaugural meeting between Turville Park & Ipsden, Steve Brown showed great composure in the final over to claim the last 2 Turville wickets & victory for Ipsden by 3 runs in the gathering gloom. 

Turville’s Alistair Johnston took 2-16 in his 7 impressively hostile overs at the start of the Ipsden innings, while Sam Hope (2-26) bowled a tight line & length at the end. In between, John Watts (46 n.o) anchored the innings, while the Houseman brothers accelerated the scoring with some powerful hitting, resulting in a total of 218 in their 35 overs. 

Harry Beardall (37) started off Turville’s innings brightly, but wickets fell with alarming frequency at the other end, mostly to John Ramsay (3-42). At 60-4, Ipsden looked to be in control, but a robust partnership of 75 in 7 overs between skipper Sam Beardall (81) & Lennie Percival (44) re-established parity. 
Percival’s run out & the re-introduction of Steve Brown, in the near Stygian darkness, swung the balance back to Ipsden, though Beardall’s continued belligerence kept Turville within touching distance. Beardall was finally bowled by Brown (5-20) with 2 balls left, allowing Ipsden to claim the spoils of a cracking encounter.
