Match Report
In the first of 2 games against Jersey on our 2009 tour we were faced with a strong opposition in perfect cricket conditions. The pitch was hard and flat and the outfield was true and HUGE.
Once again, Turville lost the toss and was asked to bat. Sam Halfhead and Colin Simon began brightly, but some tight bowling from Jersey quickly reduced us to 39/4 after 14 overs. At this point, Tim Wade joined Tom White and the pair proceeded to put on 189 runs for the 5th wicket. Tim reached 133 and Tom compiled a very measured 37. Jersey was unfamiliar with the Declaration format, so only managed 37 overs before tea. 239 runs was a handy total for Turville, but felt perhaps a little light. We nevertheless elected to declare, and take our chances.

Jersey produced a strong batting line up, and we struggled to collect wickets. Pete Briffett made an important break through, and we started to gain some traction. Rob Yates bowled a magnificent spell of fast inswing and troubled all the batsmen. He captured 2 wickets (his first for Turville) and was desperately unlucky not to have a bag of wickets. Tom White was typically parsimonious, but in the end we were indeed shy of a match winning total – Jersey overhauled us with an over to spare of their final 20, having received the same amount of overs as Turville (37). Tom Perchard batted well for his 93.   

A game which we perhaps shouldn’t have lost if the normal conventions of friendly Declaration cricket had been observed. Nonetheless, we enjoyed a fabulous tune-up for the Jersey Ashes, albeit one that saw many of our number begin to fray a little bit around the edges.
