Match Report
Turville licked its wounds from 2 tough days of cricket and carousing, and fronted up to face Jersey to play off for the Jersey Ashes. Once again, conditions were brilliant and the Farmers had produced a wicket that looked like it had been dropped in direct from the ‘Gabba.

Jersey were clearly deserved winners, but Turville was in no way disgraced.
