Match Report
Turville welcomed Nettlebed on Sunday to bask in another day of glorious cricket conditions. Electing to bat first, the hosts lost Simon and Halfhead to some early fine swing bowling from Moss (12/1/32/5) and Joubert (13/1/45/3).
