Match Report
The outcome was crucial. Observers watched attentively. The captains locked horns...and Turville won the toss. The flip of a coin continues to be an overwhelmingly vital part of the important Turville/Stonor Derbies, and Turville had no hesitation in inserting the hosts, Stonor, under clear skies, and on a flat straw coloured wicket.
No part of this match report makes sense without starting with the herculean bowling performance of Turville’s Tom White. The figures alone are eye-watering – 24/11/26/6, but even they don’t fully reflect the total control which Tom exerted over the ball, and the opposition. His first 10 overs went for just 7 runs, and Stonor was facing intolerable pressure to mount a competitive total. From there, the wickets were almost an inevitability, but even then, the results were all Tom’s own work – 3 clean bowled, and 3 caught behind, tempted by Tom’s clever change of pace, and away swing. A quite stunning virtuoso performance.
Tom found magnificent support from Neil Runkel, who was equally miserly with the new ball (12/2/26/0). Neil was backed up by his son Adam Harvey-Thompson (3/28), who once again thrilled observers, bamboozled batsmen, and bemused wicketkeepers with some sharply turning, gorgeously flighted legspin. After 50 (fifty!) overs, Stonor was finally dislodged for 82 runs, thanks to a beautiful piece of fielding from Ollie Thornton who casually threw down the wicket from deep cover. The all round effort in the field was first class, with especially energetic contributions from Pete Briffett, Rob Yates and Sam Beardall. 

Turville made short work of the chase, overhauling the Stonor total in just 15.2 overs for the loss of only 3 wickets. Ollie Thornton led the charge with a lovely cameo of 60*. Ollie’s timing was exquisite, particularly through extra cover. James Thornton was on hand at the non-strikers end to congratulate his lad on a fine 50. James Hunt again looked untroubled before an untimely run out. A big score beckons.
