Match Report
Turville Park ventured out to White Waltham for the second round of the Village Cup Competition on Sunday 20 May, for a rematch of the game abandoned due to rain the previous week. With a substantially changed line-up, Turville was asked to bat first on a wicket which appeared to offer something for the bowlers. A brisk start from James Hunt (30) and Rob Dickie (14) quelled any fears about the quality of the pitch, and Turville went on to compile a handy 248/8. Contributions were widely shared between Tim Wade (73), Rob Gunn (a well crafted 47), Sandy Flakelar (an impressive 29 at the death), and Giles Calenbourne (a cultured 24).

As a League playing team, we were still cautious about White Waltham having the wherewithal to overhaul our target. This made Paul Girdler’s opening spell particularly important, and he rose magnificently to the occasion, with an exhibition of control, pace and subtlety which yielded 3/31. Nick Henry provided excellent support, making the batsmen play at everything, and taking home 1/21.

The key spell came from Giles Calenbourne, who effectively killed off the White Waltham challenge with a fiery performance, and 5 wickets for just 19 runs. His first ball dismissal of the opposition opener (captain of the White Waltham league first division team) was crucial. It was also possibly the worst ball he bowled.
A good result which sees Turville sail into the third round of the Village Cup. Lords is still a very long way off, although Paul Girdler is confident enough, putting his hand up for an opening spell at the Nursery end.
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
