Match Report
A high scoring (limited overs) fixture at Ipsden on Sunday saw Turville (219) fall just short in its effort to overtake our hosts’ total of 238 in 35 overs. James Hunt bowled a fiery spell, in shorts. This made his menace just ever so slightly…menacing. Nick Henry bowled up the hill and into the wind, but managed to contain the opposition to just 4 an over in a clever 5 over spell. He was also unlucky not to have at least two stumpings. Despite the best efforts of the bowling attack, and some excellent fielding, especially from Pete Briffett, who appeared to be everywhere, the boundaries were almost impossible to defend (one leading edge off Ollie went for 6, back over his head!). Ipsden raced to 238/4.

Turville’s reply began brightly, as Jamie raced to 38, and Tim joined Ollie to compile a 121 run partnership in deteriorating weather conditions. Ollie played beautifully for his 65, mixing aggression and caution against an attack containing some real quality. At 168/2, with 8 overs remaining, it was Turville’s game to lose. Turville duly observed the script, and lost, although it took a freakish catch to remove Tim, and a hostile spell of faster bowling to account for Ollie, Pete and Sam Beardall in quick succession. 
Ipsden are a good club and this was a tight result in a continuing run of close games. If you haven’t played up there yet, you should try it at least once…
