Match Report
First in the field for the derby game against Stonor at Stonor, Turville failed to distinguish itself (although managing to enjoy itself in typically genial fashion at the expense of our own. With the prospect of victory out of reach, the tail fought an outstanding rearguard action to see off the balance of the overs, including the returning Harris Jnr bowling with impressive pace. Neil and Barnaby made it look deceptively easy.
