Match Report
In brilliant May sunshine, and on a wicket which had August written all over it, Turville Park hosted Britwell Salome at home on Sunday.

Britwell Salome elected to bat first, and compiled a very competitive 211 off 44 overs. The innings was anchored by a solid 135* from opener D Coates who traded heavily in boundaries.
